The terms and conditions of this contract may not be altered or otherwise modified by any other agreement, either written or verbal, between the boat owner and the UNSCC.  No changes or modifications to this contract are valid unless amended in writing in the "Amendments" section and signed by both parties.  The boat owner must be a member in good standing in accordance with the Rules before entering into this contract.

1. Contract Amount and Payment Schedule
1.1. Overall length and beam will include all extensions, including but not limited to swim platforms, bowsprits, etc.

1.5. Mooring Fees

Boats are charged a flat rate of 1,000 DKK plus a rate of DKK 175 / square meter of size (= overall length x beam, rounded to one decimal).

The fees may vary from year to year as agreed by the General Assembly. A 3% annual increase charged by the harbour will be applied.

1.6. Payment 

1.6.1. A boat owner must be a member in good standing and must return both the first payment and a signed contract for a mooring space by February 5th to reserve a mooring for the season.  

Moorings for which there is no signed contract or first payment will be issued on a first come, first served basis.  Boats will not be allowed in the mooring field if the boat owner (a) has not returned a signed contract or (b) is delinquent in any payment.

1.6.2. Payment schedule:

For a Mooring:

    1/2 of Contract Amount is due on February 5, 2008

    Balance of Contract Amount is due on April 5, 2008

1.6.3. Interest on any amounts due shall accrue at a rate of 1 ½% per month.  

1.7. The UNSCC will furnish a mooring to the boat owner for the sum above. Payment shall be made in accordance with section 1.5. No vessel will be allowed to occupy a mooring without a signed contract.  The boat owner will be in default if (a) he fails to make any payment when due, or (b) a bankruptcy petition is filed by or against him, or (c) he fails to keep any other agreement in this contract.  If the boat owner is in default, the UNSCC may cancel this contract, or assert any other legal remedy, and the boat owner shall pay all expenses, including reasonable attorneys' fees, and interest at the rate of 1 1/2% per month. Failure to exercise a remedy shall not waive the UNSCC's right to do so in the future.

2. Rental Period

The rental period is April 1, 2008 through March 31, 2009.  

3. Live­Aboards

A "Live­aboard" is defined as a member who spends more than 50% of the nights in any calendar month on board their boat. 

Live­aboards will currently not be allowed and if allowed in future be charged an amount to be defined per month in addition to any other contract amount.

4. Terms and Conditions 

4.1. The boat owner agrees to abide by the rules, regulations and conditions of the UNSCC, including the rules and restrictions published by the UNSCC by email, and other rules and regulations that from time to time may be enacted by the Committee.  Failure to abide by these rules, regulations and conditions is considered a breach of contract.  This contract may be terminated for infraction of the above at the sole discretion of the UNSCC according to the procedures established in the Rules.  

4.2. If a boat owner wishes to use a mooring other than his own, prior permission of the harbour master is required.  Such use will be billed at the regular UNSCC rates.

4.3. The UNSCC reserves the right to rent any mooring to transient visitors when it is not being used by the boat owner.

5. Restricted use of the quay area

5.1. No boat owner will stow or fasten personal property on the quay area. The use of the quay is restricted to water hoses, electrical cords and the free passage of members to and from their vessels.  An exception may be granted for the use of a quay box or similar storage container as long as it is installed with the approval and under the direction of the harbour master.

5.2. The docking area on the west is restricted to temporary use only.  

5.3. No open fires are permitted in the quay area.

6. Limits of Liability

6.1. The UNSCC makes no warrantee as to the suitability of the facility or related services, including water and electricity.

6.2. The UNSCC, its officers and members, will not be liable for any damage to the owner's boat or other property. It is the boat owner's sole responsibility to ensure that his boat is secured safely and in a manner that does not cause damage to his vessel, other vessels, or the quay.  

6.3. The boat owner will abide by the terms of the UNSCC's mooring policy, the rules of the Copenhagen harbour and UNICEF’s rules on the premises. 

6.4. It is the owner's responsibility to display the UNSCC burgee at all times.

6.5. UNSCC can alter or terminate this contract at any time if the harbour authorities alter or terminate the lease contract with UNSCC.

7. Liability Insurance

The boat owner is responsible for carrying adequate liability insurance on the vessel to cover damage that the vessel may do to property belonging to the UNSCC or to boat owners.  The owner shall carry a minimum of $100,000 liability insurance.  No vessel will be allowed in the mooring field without adequate insurance.  The UNSCC reserves the right to demand proof of such insurance.
